The dates are April 26-27, June 2l-22, and August I6-17, 2025-

You must show in at least one class in your division per day (Saturday and

Sunday) to be qualify for a Division Champion and Reserve.

A NEGATIVE COGGII{S (within I2 months) is required by l{orth Carolina

State Law. The coggins will be checked upon arrival. A copy must be hung on

the stall door. No horse will be allowed on the show grounds without a coggins.

A copy must be attached to the show entry form and we can make copies in the

ffice.

SPECIFIC RULES FOR THE FOLLOWIIYG CLASS DIVISIO]YS:

Suddle Seat Classes-Martingales are allowed in all classes except the

WTC classes. Martingales are allowed in Junior Classes. Moy not cross

enter into Saddle Pleasure. Academy only - martingales are allowed.

ASB Designated Classes-must be shown according to USEF Rules.

Training Classes-Training equipment allowed, I{o tie downs.

lYovice Classes-Exhibitor may not have won 3 first place ribbons in any

particular seat.

Green Horse Classes-Open to inexperienced horses in the first year of
showing in a particular seat.

Junior Horse Classes-5 years and under.

Senior Horse Classes - 6 years and older.

Youth Rider Classes-l9 and under as of Januaty l, 2025.

Working Western Classes-Cannot cross enter into Western Pleasure.

Horses should be o.f a natural working type with a free flowing stride.
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o Field Hunter Classes-Cannot cross enter into Hunt Seat. Horses should

have a way of going thqt is proper for horses going over fences. Shown on

the Jlat.
o Halter Classes-Open to horses and ponies. PEfuFORMANCE HALTER

witl be judged on conformation and movement that is correctfor a
performance horse. Open to any breed.

o Ladies Classes-Open to any age adult and youth.

o Saddle Type Classes-Open to breeds such as Arabians, Morgans,

Saddlebreds, Thoroughbreds, Walking and Racking horses. Must be plain

shod. Open to all tack types except where specffied. I{o Stock Type

entries. May not cross enter into the Saddle Seat Division.

o Pony Classes-L4.2 hands and under. Must be shown by a Junior
Exhibitor.

o Any GAYP Class-Must show at the same GAYP gait both ways of the

ring.

o Draft Type-Open to light and heavy draft breeds including but not limited

to Friesian, Gypsy VAnner, Halflinger, Shire, Belgian, Clydesdale and

Percheron. Exhibitors will enter the ring at a trot/iog.

o WALK ONLY-Aryy age, never shown before. Cannot enter any other

class. Moy be accompanied by an qttendant. May use a lead line IF
NECESSARY. May enter the Lead Line Class.

. IIV HAND TRAIL-NEW RULE! For ALL horses, ponies and minis. I'{o

restrictions for anyone to show in this class.

o TRAIL PATTERN-will be held on Saturday only and will be held at the

end o.f the show. Champion and Reserve Awards will be awarded at the

conclusion of the Trail Classes. Will be held in the order of the show bill.

o SUITABILITY FOR DRESSAGE-Horse should have a way of going that

is proper for a horse that can show in Dressage.

o ACADEMY CLASSES-will not countfor division championships.
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o HORSES AI,{D POMES-if the name of the class contains HORSE - it

will be considered a horse only class. i/o ponies can show in the class. If
the name of the class contains PONY - it will be considered a pony only

class. All other classes arefor both horses and ponies.
